Participants will learn to understand the role of information technology in global supply chains.

Management of global supply chains is impossible without using information and communication technology.

We will not only focus on the systems, but also on the management aspects
of implementing and choosing these ICT systems. Examination will be done in the form of a group
assignment and a formal exam.
